Dear ___:

The children of indigenous groups deserve the protection of international agreements and national laws as all Brazilian children namely the UN’s Convention on the Rights of the Child, of which Brazil is a signatory nation, the Brazilian Constitution, and the Statute of the Child and Adolescent (ECA). The right to the protection of life is a fundamental right and does not depend on the child’s ethnicity. 

There is a movement within many tribes to begin addressing this issue, through dialogue and changing practices. Natives in these communities should be empowered so that they may act as legitimate agents of change and social transformation. 

Instead anecdotal evidence shows that the lack of support and action from within FUNAI and FUNASA seems to be abetting the continuation of this practice.

I urge you to support the efforts of these courageous individuals speaking out for the rights of their children by passing the Muwaji Law (Law Project 1057/2007). This law will require notification of cases where children are at risk of infanticide and will implement a human rights educational program in the indigenous societies and the deepening of inter-ethnic dialogues, with the aim of guaranteeing the quality of life and dignity of children who are vulnerable in their own communities.

Thank you for caring about the lives of all Brazilian children.
